Athenæum – Society of Friends of the Norwegian Ins�tute at Athens was established in 2019 at the ini�a�ve of 
Norwegian-based academics from the wider fields of Humani�es and Social Sciences. Its purpose is to provide 
support to the Norwegian Ins�tute at Athens (NIA) and promote its academic significance and contribu�on. 

The goal of Athenæum is to strengthen academic connec�ons between the NIA, the Norwegian academic 
community and the Norwegian public. It aims to disseminate the NIA’s projects and academic contribu�ons to 
the Norwegian academic community and public, while also fostering addi�onal support for academic and 
research ac�vi�es from Norwegian Universi�es at the NIA. Furthermore, Athenæum seeks to enrich the 
research and dissemina�on of Greek topics in Norway, spanning both historical and contemporary interests. 

The Athenæum is governed by a board elected by its subscribed members and currently comprises a diverse 
group of supporters from both academia and the broader audience. Our Society is constantly in need of 
addi�onal members to bolster its mission and advance its goals. Presently, our objec�ve is to extend our 
membership to friends and colleagues beyond Norway. Consequently, we are strategizing to strengthen our 
presence in Athens. 

The minimum membership fee for Athenæum is 200 NOK (approximately 17.54 Euro based on the current 
exchange rate). Members are not only allowed but also encouraged to contribute beyond the minimum fee 
according to their capacity. The en�rety of the membership fee is primarily allocated to our grant—the 
Athenæum Travel Grant. This grant is awarded to students at all levels from Norwegian colleges and 
universi�es, who aspire to conduct research in Athens and other loca�ons in Greece. Addi�onally, any 
remaining por�on of the membership fee is u�lized to fund social events in Norway, including lectures and 
seminars, facilita�ng the dissemina�on of news and work conducted by the NIA. 

Individuals interested in joining Athenæum and becoming a member can conveniently pay the membership fee 
through Vipps or by deposi�ng the fee directly into our bank account (details provided below in the sec�on on 
fee payment methods). For both payment methods, we strongly recommend including your name and email 
address in the payment. This ensures that subscribers receive �mely updates, news, and invita�ons regarding 
the NIA ac�vi�es.
