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Jeg har doktorgrad i anvendt matematikk (2000, UiB, inkl.
opphold ved University of New South Wales, Sydney, Austra-
lia), jobbet 10 ar som forsker ved Nansensenteret (2001-
2010), og ble gjennom det del av etableringen og ledelsen av
Bjerknessenteret for klimaforskning; har vert pa UiB og
Geofysen siden 2010. Jeg forsker, underviser, veileder og
formidler pa tema knyttet til havets rolle i klima, som for
eksempel hvor iskanten i Barentshavet vil befinne seg neste
vinter.

Gjennom oppbyggingen av Bjerknessenteret har jeg hatt gleden av a bidra til at en
vellykket faglig satsing har vokst fra grunnen av, inkludert omfattende internasjona-
lisering, forskerutdanning og formidling. Det har veert laererikt d erfare hvordan et
fellesskap kan lgftes fram av kolleger og institusjoners vilje til samarbeid, og samti-
dig erfare hvordan dette felleskapet igjen lgfter fram den enkelte. Men i ettertid er
det klart at vi tapte en vesentlig mulighet, bade for senteret og for UiB, ved samtidig
ikke & bygge opp et gjenkjennbart studielgp for bachelor og master-studenter. Begge
deler tror jeg vil vaere nyttige erfaringer for MatNat og MatNats styre.

[ hvilken grad UiB kan etablere seg som Norges foretrukne studiested for framtidens
akademikere, er for meg selve "lakmus-testen” pa vellykket satsing — strategisk eller
annen - og pa realiseringen av UiBs fremste samfunnsoppdrag. UiB og MatNat ma i
stgrre grad gjgre forskningsfelt og utdanningslgp til "sine”; Institutt for biologis Sen-
ter for fremragende utdanning, bioCEED, gir oss alle noe a strekke oss etter. Det fin-
nes ingen bedre eller mer varig investering i framtidig eksistensgrunnlag enn kom-
petente og engasjerte tidligere studenter som anbefaler UiB for sine barn, elever,
kolleger og omgangskrets.

[ have a dr.scient.-degree in applied mathematics (2000, UiB,
incl. fellowship at University of New South Wales, Sydney,
Australia); [ have been a researcher at the Nansen Center for
10 years (2001-2010), and this entrained me into the estab-
lishing and leadership of the Bjerknes Centre for Climate
Research; I've been at UiB and “Geofysen” since 2010. My
research, supervision, teaching, and public outreach relate
to the role of the ocean in climate, e.g., the predicting the fu-
ture development of the Barents Sea ice cover.

Being part of the establishment of the Bjerknes Centre, it has been my pleasure to
experience how a successful scientific effort has been realized, including substantial
international cooperation, research training, and dissemination. I have learned a lot
from experiencing how a research community can result from the common com-
mitment of individual colleagues and institutions alike, and also experiencing how
this community has been a basis for research and research careers. However, in ret-
rospect, [ think there was an opportunity lost — both for the center and for UiB - in
that we did not at the same time establish bachelor and master studies associated
with the center and its research. I strongly believe the above is a relevant back-
ground for contributing constructively to the future development of MatNat.

[ believe the “litmus test” for the future success of UiB, being the result of strategic
priorities or other dedicated efforts, is whether we can establish UiB as the #1 pref-
erence for Norwegian high school students. I believe that UiB and our faculty to a
larger degree should be recognized for some key and clearly identifiable research
challenges and educational careers that are distinctly “ours”; bioCEED, the Centre of
Excellence in Education at Department of Biology, can serve as a source of inspira-
tion to us all. I can think of no better and no more permanent investment in our aca-
demic future than competent and enthusiastic UiB alumni that recommend studying
at UiB to their children, pupils, colleagues, and friends.
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
