Research
The research is concentrated on organic synthesis with emphasis on cyclopropane chemistry, photochemistry, and development of synthetic methodology.  Many of the problems currently investigated are related to the preparation of biologically active molecules. So far the research has resulted in more than 130 publications in refereed journals and several contributions to 12 books published in English, most extensively to several volumes of Houben-Weyl. The research group comprises of two postdocs, three PhD students and four MSc students.
